We all relate to America’s love 
affair with the automobile when 
we think about cars which 
is interesting since the first 
vehicle to be propelled by an 
internal combustion engine was 
developed in Germany. By 1887, 
Karl Benz had installed an engine 
in his coach and patented the idea 
thereby creating the precursor to 
the first modern day motor car. 
The American auto industry as we 
know it didn’t start until several 
years later.

All cars progressed from 
those humble beginnings but 
here in America we saw cars 
getting bigger, more ostentatious 
and more powerful. Yet German 
cars remained smaller and very 
simple. One of the most famous 
and popular German cars was 
also one of the simplest – the 
Volkswagen Beetle. It certainly 
wasn’t the first German car to 
arrive in America but there sure 
was something about it that made 
it a huge success in the States 
and around the world.

There’s definitely something 
special about a “foreign car” 
that is so universally accepted. 
It’s not easy to win the hearts of 
American motorheads who love 
their big American V-8s but the 
air-cooled Beetle is regularly seen 
at hot rod shows. That platform 
is also what spawned the replica 
and kit car movement since they 
were simple, plentiful and cheap. 
Just about every dune buggy, 
Speedster and MG replica here 
this weekend was built on a Beetle 
chassis.

When most people think of 
“German Engineering” they think 
of late model offerings but that 
phrase really dates back to the 
1800s and the first motor car. 
Incredibly simple when compared 
to modern cars but that truly 
was the start of the automobiles 
we know today. From that first 
self-propelled car to the “people’s 
car” to vehicles that can drive 
themselves, German engineering 
has played a significant role.

We’d like to thank all of the 

German car enthusiasts for their 
continued support, from the 
individuals and the clubs. We’d 
also like to note that the Opel 
Motorsports Club is hosting their 
big meet here this year. They are 
one of our larger clubs annually 
but every five years they hold their 
national event at Carlisle and this 
is one of those years. We expect 
to see the numbers jump from 
their usual 50 cars to 75 Opels or 
more! 

German brands make up 
about 20% of the vehicles at this 
show which is second only to 
the Japanese manufacturers. 
All of the common brands are 
represented this weekend and 
even some of the lesser known 
ones. Be sure to walk the German 
section of the showfield this 
weekend where we know you’ll 
find Audi, BMW, Mercedes-Benz, 
Opel and Porsche. If you look 
closely, you might even find 
brands like Bitter and Auto Union. 
You need look no further than 
Building T to see a DKW.

Import vehicles have been coming 
to Carlisle for 30 years now and 
have seen quite a few variations 
of the show. Custom compacts, 
kits, performance vehicles and 
everything inbetween have come 
and gone, but imports have 
been the only constant. Another 
constant over the years goes by 
the name of Gary Valone. He has 
been attending the Carlisle import 
event since the very beginning as 
a spectator and in 1991 became a 
parts vendor.

 Triumph Tech is what Gary 
goes by while vending here in 
Carlisle. The very first customer 
that Triumph Tech had was a man 
named Lou DiFabio, and Lou has 
since become a business partner 
to Gary. The pair have returned 

to Carlisle Import & Performance 
Nationals in 2016 to sell various 
automotive parts but specialize 
in Triumph parts. “We primarily 
deal with parts for the six-cylinder 
Triumphs like the TR250 and 
TR6,” said Gary.

Both men reside in Pennsyl-
vania, one in Morrisville and the 
other in Bristol. Lou travels to 
England during the winter and 
brings home parts that are hard 
to find here in the United States, 
that is what makes Triumph 
Tech’s inventory so unique. Gary 
described their parts dealing as 
a “hobby gone wild” as it truly all 
did start as a hobby since Gary 
has two Triumphs of his own. He 
has never registered them for the 

showfield because his “24-foot 
trailer is too full with car parts to 
fit an actual car!” Lou also packs 
his 16-foot trailer with parts and 
their vending area stretches out 
over six spaces, a total of 60 feet 
wide.  

Over the years both Gary and 
Lou have made some everlasting 
friendships here at Carlisle. While 
at the Carlisle Import show in 
2007, Gary’s home in Morrisville 
tragically burned down. Fellow 
vendors and friends packed up 
all of the Triumph Tech parts into 
Gary’s trailer and shipped it home 
for him while he dealt with things. 
“It’s those good people that keep 
us coming back to Carlisle,” said 
Gary.

The 
Meluzios are excited about the 
merging of Import & Kit and 
Performance & Style, and believe 
the new Import & Performance 
Nationals is a great way to grow 
the hobby. “They have the same 
gleam in their eye that I did 50 
years ago,” said Don about the 
younger group of enthusiasts at 
the show. 

Don first got started in the 
import scene when he was 
drafted and then stationed in 
Germany where he purchased a 
Fiat 850 Sport Coupe. Once back 
in America, Don bought a 1973 
Porsche 911 which he still owns 
today. After becoming active 
in Porsche Clubs, Don became 
a Porsche Cup contestant and 
came in ninth place in the Porsche 
World Cup. Don was then invited 

to Stuttgart, Germany for factory 
tours and festivals. Continuing in 
the racing scene, Don purchased 
the 901 Prototype #7 in 1985 
and it eventually won its class at 
Pebble Beach. 

The late Carlisle Events’ 
founder Chip Miller knew Don 
Meluzio quite well and actually 
sold him a Corvette in 1997.

Abarths.

Now that Derek has three 

children of his own, he is excited 
to share the love of the automo-
tive hobby with them. Most of 
Derek’s childhood was spent 
learning about cars and watching 
his father race so the two truly 
have a strong bond over cars. 
This will continue to be a family 
affair, as Derek’s oldest son is 
now learning how to prep cars for 
a show and even attends events 
with his father and grandpa. 

As far as combining the two 
events into what we now know as 
Import & Performance Nationals, 
Don and Derek couldn’t be 
happier. “If we don’t get our youth 
interested, there is no future to the 
car hobby,” said Don. “These kids 
are so talented and make some 
crazy horsepower out of four and 
six cylinder cars,” he continued. 
“The common bond I find between 
tuner guys and sports car guys 
is that they all love cars that look 
good or go fast, no matter what 
brand or year it is. That is what 
this show is all about”, said Derek.
