Carlisle Events co-founder Chip Miller’s love of Corvettes launched the company’s first
specialty event in 1982; Corvettes at Carlisle. We've had the honor of hosting every
Corvette Chief Engineer, a large number of Chevrolet’s Corvette engineers, Corvette
dignitaries, restorers, customizers, race car drivers, numerous Corvette parts and
accessory vendors, and every year and style of Corvette. Have you ever wondered why
where you park is called the Fun Field instead of a Showfield? It was Chip’s vision of a
non-judged, laid-back gathering of like-minded Corvette enthusiasts that inspired the Fun
Field name in 1991. In his own words, “make new friends and have fun, fun fun!”
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About Corvettes at Carlisle

- The first Corvette show, in 1982,
started less than two weeks after
Carlisle Events (known as The Flea
Marketeers then) held the first of
three Carlisle Fairs they planned.

- Beginning in 1982, the York County
Corvette Club has managed the
NCCC (National Council of Corvette
Clubs) Judged Showfield, an option
for attendees who want their
Corvette judged.

- The first Challenge Car Reunion
was held in 1990 and again in 1995,
2000, 2005, 2009, 2014, 2019, and is
featured in 2024.

- 1990 was the first year of the Chip's
Choice Display in which all the
Corvettes were personally chosen
by Chip Miller. Chip’s son Lance
continued this tradition beginning
in 2004 after Chip passed away.

- The NCRS (National Corvette
Restorers Society) Gallery display
began in 2001 and continues to
showcase a spectacular collection
of Corvettes

- There has been a 50th Anniversary

Display of Corvettes since 2002
when Chip's 1953 Roadster and
2003 50th Anniversary Edition were
bookends for the 103-car display.

- In 2002 a fully restored 1953

Corvette was auctioned with
proceeds benefitting Kyle Petty’s
Victory Junction Gang. The
project known as the Restoration
Celebration was a collaboration
between Carlisle Events, Classic
Corvettes & Collectables, and
Classic Car Restoration & Service
Center. NASCAR's Richard Petty
attended the auction and the car
sold for $170,000.

- Corvettes have been parked in the

shape of an American Flag in 2008,
2010, 2015, 2018, and 2023.

Callaway Cars, Solid Axles, ZR-1s,
Grand Sports, Race Cars, C2s, and
more.

The late 1980's Corvette was
thriving with its high horsepower
V8 engines, aerodynamic body,
and rigid suspension. In the Sports
Car Club of America's (SCCA)
Showroom Stock GT category,
Corvette had no challengers.
Corvette's combination of superior
handling, excellent brakes, sticky
Goodyear "Gatorback" VR50 tires,
and the Small Block V8's power
and torque ran away and hid from
its Showroom Stock competition.

In racing, dominance by a
single marquee is a promoter's
worst nightmare. Porsche, Lotus,
and many other competitors
couldn't touch the Corvette.

By 1987 competing manufac-
turers were ready to withdraw
their support for one of SCCA's
most successful and high-vis-
ibility series. SCCA responded

by removing Corvette from the
approved list of competitors

for 1988. Big dogs, however,

like to run in packs and that's
what the Corvette racers, under
the leadership of John Powell,
did. Powell was a successful
Corvette racer, operator of one

of Canada's leading competition
driving schools and creator of the
Player's Cup, a Canadian series
for Camaros and Firebirds. He
quickly gathered support from the
Corvette drivers and entrants and
proposed a one-make series to

the SCCA to highlight Corvette's
popularity with both entrants and
fans.

Powell envisioned having
the Corvette Challenge teams
compete for an enormous and
unheard-of purse at the time
of $1,000,000. With one million
dollars at stake, the competi-
tion would be fierce. Fierce it
was! There were some big guns
coming to the Corvette Challenge
races for a good reason. The spec
series became an instant hit with
spectators and teams alike. This
all-new series allowed the specta-
tors to see some incredible and
very competitive driving at various
racing venues.

Key to the success of the
Corvette Challenge was early
backing from Mid America
Designs which created the
impetus that helped bring
Goodyear and Exxon on board.

by creating a limited series of
uniquely configured Corvettes to
participate.

For two years the Corvette
Challenge Series provided
exciting and close racing that
highlighted the power and
handling of essentially stock
Corvettes in the hands of
talented and motivated drivers
at important races across North
America. Its success and fan
involvement were such that ESPN
broadcast the full 1989 Corvette
Challenge season to an enthusias-
tic audience, standing on its own
as exciting racing.

Challenge Series Corvettes as
well as the drivers that made this
series so exciting to watch.

2024's 50-year throwback takes us back to 1974;
a pretty significant year for Carlisle Events as well
as the eighth year of C3 Corvette production. With
our 1974 gallery on full display during this year’s
event, we are taking a look back at some significant
happenings from that year.

There are still nine more years of the C3 and
going forward there will be many more changes,
but for '74, let's highlight what was new. A new
rear bumper system replaced the squared tail and
chrome rear blades first introduced in 1967. In fact,
there were subtle re-designs of the rear end overall,
giving it a more up-to-date look. More back-end
changes included tailpipes that now turn down
since the new bumper cover eliminated the tailpipe
extensions. There were a few engine options for
‘74s, including the L48, L82, and LS4. The L48
offered 195 HP, the L82 was a more beefy 250 HP,
while the LS4 offered 270 HP.

Someone was doing something right because
in March of 1986, Hot Rod Magazine selected the
1973-74 Corvette LS4 454 as one of the "10 most
collectible muscle cars.’
