In 1967, Hurst Performance 
experimented with the 
newly-redesigned Olds 
4-4-2. They used the front-
wheel-drive setup from the 
Toronado and placed it in 
a 4-4-2. It was dubbed the 
“Fouranado,” a name that 

reflected a car that was 4-4-2-equipped with the heart 
of a Toronado. Hurst used the 455 C.I., W-34 package 
engine offered in the Toronado as the power plant. 
The entire project involved a lot of custom work, 
such as sectioning the fenders, flattening the floor 
(since no driveshaft was needed) and blending the 
frames of both cars. The end result is this one-of-
a-kind, experimental vehicle hand-built by Hurst 
Performance.
